Svensk Teknik och Design, STD, ir en bransch- och arbetsgivarorganisa-
tion for Sveriges arkitektforetag och teknikkonsultforetag inom bygg- och
industrisektorn. Med niarmare 740 medlemsforetag, som tillsammans har
drygt 28 000 anstillda, representerar STD nira tva tredjedelar av bran-
schens resurser.

STD:s medlemmar utvecklar och har nyckelroller i den totala samhalls-
utvecklingen vid genomforandet av alla typer av byggnationer och
stadsbildningar, den fo6r samhallet sa viktiga infrastrukturen, miljé och
klimatsystem, energi och natur samt nya produkter och processer for
verkstadsindustrin osv. Medlemmarna arbetar med innovationer, nybygg-
nad, ombyggnad, underhall och effektivisering. STDs medlemsforetag
skapar viarden som varar.

Projektledare, arkitekter, teknik- och industrikonsulter utreder, designar,
projekterar och deltar pa den svenska marknaden i utvecklingen av fasta
investeringar och produkter for c:a 320 miljarder kronor per 4r. Sektorn
paverkar darmed utvecklingen av drygt

10 procent av Sveriges BNP.

Det senaste drets nedging inom sektorn fortsitter 4ven om manga medlemsforetag sig-
nalerar lite mer positiva framtidsutsikter nu. Orderliget for samtliga sektorer forvintas
plana ut under vintern och kanske vinda svagt uppét framét mitten av 2010. Man ska
dock ha i dtanke det daliga utgangsliget i manga av de sektorer som nu foérvintas fa en
okad orderingdng igen. Detta giller inte minst vara industrikonsulter. Det ar alltsé for
tidigt att tala om en dterhdmtning. Vi ser ocks3 att enstaka hindelser i den finansiella
virlden kan medféra markbara hack i dterhimtningen. Osikerheten ligger i hur mycket
orderingdngen okar och vad som samtidigt hinder med prisbilden, samt hur kostnads-
strukturen utvecklas. Det finns dven en osikerhet i hur finanskrisen, som vi inte innu
sett slutet pd kommer att dndra spelreglerna pd marknaden.

Ett paradigmskifte vad avser bade rekrytering av medarbetare och vad giller upphand-
lings/projektformer kan mycket vil bli resultatet. Branschen méste fokusera pa kundnyt-
tan och effektivare samarbete med marknadens aktorer.

Konkurrensen, inte minst den internationella, 6kar och effektiviseringen av all produk-
tion dr en avgorande faktor. Konsultforetagen ar darfor en viktig part i savil samhalls-
byggnadssektorns som industrins fortsatta utveckling. Genom sin kunskap bidrar
konsulterna till sdval forsknings-, utvecklings- som rationaliseringsarbetet. Det ar tid for
rationalisering och effektivisering for att ha en s god plattform som mojligt nu nar vi
borjar se att konjunkturen sakta borjar vanda uppat igen. Redan nu 6kar anstrangning-

arna att skapa ett langsiktigt hallbart samhalle och hir har STDs konsulter en nyckelroll.

Branschoversikten distribueras till medlemmarna i Svensk Teknik och Design och till
ovriga foretag som medverkar i undersokningen. Den sidnds ocksa till tongivande kund-
foretag, tidskrifter, konjunkturbedomare, foretagsanalytiker med flera och till svenska
beskickningar och exportkontor. En engelsk upplaga, the Sector Review, distribueras till
ovriga nordiska organisationer och till de utlindska foretag som medverkar i var under-
sokning samt till internationella utvecklingsbanker, utvecklingsorgan och forvaltningar
inom EU och internationella tidskrifter.

Branschoversikten ar inte minst beroende av medverkan fran ett stort antal féretag inom
och utanfor Sverige. Vi tackar dirfor speciellt alla som bidragit till att géra denna sam-
manstillning mojlig.

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Ijdnstesektorn leder aterhdmtningen

Ett sa kraftigt fall i den globala produk-
tionen som i dr, pa drygt 2 procent,
har inte intraffat under ndgon tidigare
lagkonjunktur sedan 1980-talet. Tidigare
konjunkturnedgangar har i stillet visat en
avmattning, men anda tillvaxt pd ndgot
under 2 procent, se diagrammet nedan.
Eftersom Sveriges egen tillvaxt i hog grad
baseras pad produktion av exportproduk-
ter har Sveriges produktionsforandring
i stort sett foljt efterfridgan och tillvix-
ten i omvirlden 6ver tiden. I ar raknar
Almega i sin bedomning frdn november
att Sveriges BNP (bruttonationalpro-
dukt) kommer att falla med 4,5 procent
i ar, och gradvis stiga de niarmaste tva
aren, med 0,7 respektive 2,5 procent.
Det innebir en ldngsam aterhimtning
av produktionstakten. Det forklaras
av att vi rdknar med att det kommer ta
langre tid 4n normalt f6r bade export och
investeringar att ta fart, ett monster som
normalt foljer efter djupa finanskriser.
Den mest akuta perioden av finansiell
oro, brist pa fortroende inom banksyste-
met och resulterande kredititstramning
ser ut att ligga bakom oss, men dnnu
aterstar mer 4n halften av de totala
forlusterna inom finanssektorn att skrivas
av, enligt IMF:s senaste uppskattning.
Utlaningen till framfor allt foretag har
minskat i Sverige och andra lander. Vi
raknar med att ldngivare kommer att
vara fortsatt mer forsiktiga i sin utldning.
Nya och striktare regler fér hur mycket
eget kapital bankerna méste ha som buf-
fert for att klara eventuella nya forluster,
vintas ocksi medfora stramare utldning.

En langsam dterhdmtning i ekonomin
och fortsatt lagt utnyttjande av foretags
produktionsresurser kommer sannolikt
ocksd gora att en uppgang for investe-
ringar i produktionskapital skjuts framit.

Aterhiamtningen i Sverige och om-
virlden hinger i hog grad pd omfattande
finans- och penningpolitiska stimu-
lansatgadrder och att de far fortsitta att
verka i ekonomin. Olika strategier for
?exit” har emellertid borjat diskuteras
sedan i somras, och i enstaka linder, som
Australien och Norge, har centralbanken
redan borjat hoja styrrintan, eftersom
ekonomin borjat ta fart snabbare dir 4n i
andra lander.

I Sverige riknar Riksbanken dnnu
med att hélla repordntan kvar pa rekord-
ldga 0,25 procent dtminstone till oktober
2010. Almega gor en annan bedomning,
och raknar med att det hoga kostnads-
trycket inom niringslivet kommer att
bidra till stigande inflationstryck. Dess-
utom har hushdllen borjat konsumera
mer i 4r, vilket gor det littare att hoja
priserna inom handeln. Vi riknar darfor
med att Riksbanken borjar hoja repo-
rantan redan i juli nista ar och fortsitter
darefter att hoja gradvis, for att i slutet
av 2011 ha dragit upp reporintan till
3 procent.

Utvecklingen i Sverige utmarker sig
nu av ett unikt forlopp da tjanstesektorn
leder dterhamtningen i ekonomin. Efter
det kraftiga fallet i tjansteproduktionen
under fjarde kvartalet 2008 har produk-
tionen borjat stiga, medan den fortsatt
att falla for varuproducenter till och med

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tredje kvartalet i ar. For tillverkningsin-
dustrin visar nu statistiken fran SCB att
produktionen boérjade vinda uppét under
andra kvartalet, fran ett betydligt djupare
fall 4an for tjansteproducenterna. Almega
raknar i sin prognos med att industripro-
duktionen faller med 19 procent mellan
2008 och 2009, medan tjansteproduktio-
nen minskar med drygt 2 procent.

Att tjanstesektorn kommer forst ut ur
lagkonjunkturen forklaras dels av stimu-
lansatgirder som gynnat tjansteforetag,
men dven av att efterfrigan hallits uppe
fran andra sektorer dn industrin. Nar
det giller bygginvesteringarna raknar
vi med att bade offentliga och privata
anldggningsinvesteringar okar, med totalt
omkring 10 procent bade i &r och nasta
ar. Okningen férklaras bland annat av
privata satsningar inom energisektorn,
framfor allt inom vindkraft- och kraftvar-
meverk. Dessutom bidrar fortsatta offent-
liga infrastrukturinvesteringar. Bostads-
byggandet minskar daremot kraftigt i dr,
med omkring 25 procent. Vi bedomer
emellertid att de ska borja vinda uppdt
ndgot under nista ar. Fortsatt ldga bola-
nerintor, okad efterfrigan pa bostidder
och att bostadspriserna borjat stiga,
ligger bakom vindningen. Ombyggnads-
investeringarna véntas ocksa oka, inte
minst till foljd av ROT-avdraget.

Efterfragan fran hushall, offentlig
sektor och dven exportmarknaden har
alltsd utvecklats relativt positivt for vissa
tjanstebranscher. Tjansteexporten har
ocksa hallits uppe relativt val. Almega
raknar med att den minskar med endast
en procent i dr, att jamfora med ett fall
pa drygt 21 procent for varuexporten.

Den positivare utvecklingen for tjdns-
tesektorn och ledande indikatorer talar
for att dven sysselsittningen inom tjanste-
sektorn kommer att hallas uppe betydligt
battre d4n inom industrin. Almega raknar
i sin prognos med att antalet sysselsatta
inom den privata tjanstesektorn kom-
mer att minska med totalt 35 000 under
perioden 2009-2011, medan industrin
berdknas dra ned med hela 120 000.
Arbetslosheten som andel av arbetskraf-
ten beriknas toppa pé 9,5 procent ar
2011.

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ektorns utveckling 2008 och 2009

2008 blev dnnu ett rekordar for sek-

torn. De ldnga orderstockarna medférde
att de hoga beldggningsgraderna i vid
utstrackning kunde bibehallas aret ut
trots finanskris, ldgkonjunktur och allmian
pessimism. Bilden ar dock inte entydig, in-
dustriteknikkonsulterna drabbades tidigt
av det starka efterfragetappet, framfor allt
inom bilindustrin.

Nyckeltal

Omsittningen i branschen uppgick till
omkring 43 miljarder kronor (mot dryga
40 miljarder 2007) och antalet anstillda
till knappt 43 000, i princip oférandrat
frdn 2007. Omsittningen per anstilld
okade diarmed till ca 1005 kkr jamfort
med 930 kkr 2007. Vinstmarginalerna
for de 300 storsta arkitekt-, teknik-
konsult- och industrikonsultforetagen i
branschen okade ytterligare under dret,
till 7,4 % fran 6,8 % 2007. Arkitekter-
nas vinstmarginaler uppgick till 9,4 %,
teknikkonsulternas till 9,1 % och indu-
striteknikkonsulternas till 4,3 %. Trots
finanskrisens intride under hosten 2008
visade foretagen en sammantaget stark
utveckling.

Alders- och kénsstruktur

Andelen kvinnor bland de anstillda hos
Svensk Teknik och Designs medlemmar
uppgick under 2008 till 27,4 % vilket

ar en 6kning sedan 2007, d4 andelen
kvinnor uppgick till 26,0 %. Uppgif-
terna kommer fran Svenskt Naringslivs
|6nestatistik och inbegriper alla anstillda
(knappt 28 000) bland medlemsfore-
tagen. Lonestatistiken visar dven att
snittdldern bland medlemmarnas an-
stillda ligger pa cirka 42 &r. Det ska dock
tilldggas att statistiken endast giller for
personer mellan 18 och 64 ar. Personer
over 64 hamnar alltsd utanfor. Det finns
givetvis manga anstillda i sektorn som ar
over 64 4r, vilket innebir att snittildern
borde hamna négot hogre.

Investeringar

Bygginvesteringarna i Sverige uppgick
totalt sett 2008 till 261 miljarder kronor
(enligt SCB), vilket motsvarar en okning
med 5,7 % fran 247 miljarder 2007.
Investeringarna i bostider minskade med
11 % till 93 miljarder och i infrastruktur

Omséttning Resultat efter finansiella poster
kkr per anstalld kkr per anstalld
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och 6vriga anliggningar okade de med
12 % till 72 miljarder. Investeringarna i
ovriga hus (kontor, affirslokaler, mm.)
okade med 15 % till 83 miljarder. Prog-
nosen for 2009 ir att bostadsinvestering-
arna fortsitter att minska, med drygt
20 %, medan de forvintas fortsitta att
oka inom infrastruktursektorn.
Industrins investeringar i maskiner
och utrustning under 2008 var cirka
58 miljarder, en 6kning med 7 % fran

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jamfort med 2007. Aven vinstmargina-
lerna forbattrades ndgot. Finanskrisen
och ldgkonjunkturen till trots fortsatte
de senaste arens goda utveckling. De
flesta foretagen hade alltjamt stora
orderstockar och hog beliaggning. Inom
industrin drabbades dock konsulterna
tidigt och hért av finanskrisen och den
starkt vikande efterfrdgan i Sverige och
omvirlden, framfor allt konsulterna
inom fordonssektorn.

Vid érsskiftet och under varen 2009
sviangde det nedat dven for arkitekterna
och teknikkonsulterna. Nedgangen
dampades dock av de omfattande stimu-
lanspaketen som har bidragit till en
fortsatt god utveckling inom framfor allt
infrastruktursektorn, men dven inom
kraft- och energianliaggningar samt
miljoprojekt.

Arkitekt- och teknikkonsult
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Foretagen signalerar dock lite mer
positiva framtidsutsikter nu. Orderldget
for samtliga sektorer forvintas plana

ut under hosten och vintern och kanske
vanda svagt uppét framat mitten av
2010. Man ska dock ha i atanke det ldga
utgdngsldget i manga av de sektorer som
nu forvintas oka igen. Det ar for tidigt
att tala om en dterhamtning. Orderlaget
ar inte heller den enda parametern som
drabbats i ligkonjunkturen. Prislaget ar
en annan, och prispressen har varit stor
pd ménga sektorer. For att dterfa [onsam-
heten i sektorn krivs ocksd att priserna
kan hojas framover, samt att kostnaderna
kan kontrolleras. Sa det ar en bit kvar
innan vi kan tala om en vindning, men
av signalerna att doma kommer den allt
narmare.

Rullande arsvis debiteringsgrad
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Utvecklingen for arkitekterna
Arkitektforetagens beliggning har fort-
satt att minska under sommaren till f6ljd
av de vikande investeringarna i bostider,
ovriga hus (kontor, butiker, sjukhus, o
dyl.) och industribyggnader. Nyproduk-
tionen av bostider berdknas i &r stanna
vid 15 000 paborjade ligenheter, en tred-
jedel av 2006 &rs siffra, 45 400. Arkitek-
terna signalerar nu att en vindning kan
komma pé bostadssidan, med 6kande
orderingang under 2010. Men okningen
blir troligtvis blygsam. Prognosen (enligt
SCB) for nyproduktionen under 2010 ar
lite drygt 16 000 paborjade lagenheter.
Aven pa det viktiga omradet 6vriga hus
(kontor, handel, upplevelse & offentliga
lokaler) ser nedgdngen ut att plana ut och
kanske vanda svagt uppat under 2010.
Det ar framfor allt pd omréddet offentliga
lokaler som 6kade investeringar forvian-
tas ske.

Utvecklingen fér teknikkonsulterna
inom bygg- och anlaggning
Teknikkonsulterna inom bygg och an-
laggning visar en relativt oférandrad bild
under hosten. Inom denna grupp finns
ménga av foretagen som arbetar pd infra-
struktursidan, mot offentliga bestillare
samt med energi & kraftanlidggningar
och miljoprojekt. Dessa omrdden har
gynnats av de olika stimulanspaketen
och orderingdngen pa dessa omraden
fortsatter att vixa. Detta har medfort att
det sammantagna orderliget for teknik-
konsulterna inte drabbats lika hart av
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lagkonjunkturen som det har for arkitek-
terna och industriteknikkonsulterna.
Orderldget for infrastruktur, energi- och
kraftanlaggningar samt miljoutredningar
forvintas fortsitta att oka, men nu ser
man dven en mer positiv forvintan pa de
Ovriga omradena. Exempelvis forvintas
ovriga hus (kontor, handel, upplevelse &
offentliga lokaler) 6ka under varen.

Utvecklingen fér
industriteknikkonsulterna

For industriteknikkonsulterna har or-
derliget ytterligare forsamrats en aning
under hosten, efter den snabba negativa
utvecklingen under hosten 2008 och
varen 2009. Samtidigt som efterfrigan pa
konsulternas tjdnster avtagit har priserna
pressats kraftigt, vilket har slagit hart
mot lénsamheten inom sektorn. Det ar
framfor allt fordonsindustrin och den
viktiga delsektorn produktions- och pro-
cessutveckling som drabbats av lagkon-
junkturen.

Nu ser dock framtidsutsikterna ut att
ljusna en aning. Foretagen tror generellt
pa en forbattring av orderliaget under
vintern och véaren. Framfor allt inom
delsektorerna produktions-/processut-
veckling och produktutveckling tror man
att orderingdngen kan vinda uppat. Men
det dr viktigt att ha i dtanke att det ocksa
ror sig om sektorer som tappat mycket
i ordervolym sedan september 2008.
Sammantaget ser det ut som om order-
laget planar ut under hosten och vintern
och kanske borjar vinda uppdt en aning
under véren.

Strukturaffarer

Volymen foretagsaffarer 2009 har
fortsatt att minska. Under 2007 skedde
rekordmanga affirer, men dessa mins-
kade under 2008.

Svenska foretagshandelser

Sveriges storsta teknik- och arkitektkon-
cern SWECO utokade i maj sitt engage-
mang i Ostersund och Jimtland-Hirje-
dalen genom att dels vixa i etablerade
verksamheter, dels genom forvirvet av
Nilsson Byggkonsult AB, som funnits pa
marknaden i 6ver 20 ar. SWECO syssel-
sdtter nu ca 80 arkitekter och ingenjorer
1 regionen.
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Under hosten forstarkte SWECO sin
position pd energiomradet genom
forvarvet av EME Analys AB. Foretaget
har funnits i 15 ar och har haft Norden
som verksamhetsbas. De sex medar-
betarna kommer att ingd i SWECOs
energimarknadsgrupp, som inledningsvis
kommer bestd av 15 personer. Forvirvet
ar strategiskt viktigt for tillvaxten pa den
internationella marknaden inom el- och
energiomradet.

SWECOs foretagsforvirv har under de
senaste dren framst handlat om mindre
foretag i Norden och Baltikum, ofta fore-
tag man haft erfarenhet av att samarbeta
med. Framover kan forvarven komma att
bestd av storre foretag i Storbritannien,
Nederlianderna och Tyskland, sdger Mats
Wappling till Byggindustrin i oktober.

Under sommaren fick SWECO en
rekordorder dd Jordanien satsar pd att
forbattra tillforseln av dricksvatten till
huvudstaden Amman. Ordern ar vird
130 MSEK och ir en av de storsta hittills
pa miljosidan.

AF - populér arbetsgivare fortsatter
att véxa

AF, Sveriges nist storsta teknikkonsult,
rankades under dret som Sveriges nast
populiraste arbetsgivare, alla kategorier,

av yrkesverksamma ingenjorer, enligt
Karridrbarometern 2009/10.

I december 2008 forvirvade AF den
ryska teknikkonsulten ZAO Lonas
Technologija med 240 anstillda spridda
pd kontor i St Petersburg, Jekaterinburg
och Kiev. Bolaget dr specialiserat pa
konstruktion och helhetsprojekt avse-
ende kraft- och kraftvirmeverk samt
turbinanlaggningar och har en bred
kundbas inom bade privat och offentlig
sektor. Med forvirvet stirker AF sin
position som energikonsult i Ryssland
och strategin &r att fortsdtta expansionen
i Ryssland och CIS-linderna.

AF har via division AF Kontroll eta-
blerat ett nytt heldgt dotterbolag i
Litauen, UAB AF Inspection LT. Fore-
taget kommer inledningsvis att vara
inriktat pa provning och kontroll for
karnkraftsindustrin och tar 6ver 30
medarbetare fran det statliga Ignalina
Nuclear Power Plant. UAB kommer
framover aven att erbjuda kontrolltjans-
ter utanfor karnkraften.

Under november har AE division
Engineering, genomfort tvd mindre for-
virv i Goteborg och Malmé. I Malméo
har man 6vertagit 14 konsulter fokuse-
rade pd industriautomation och projekt-
ledning fran Etteplan. Forvirvet bidrar

dven med nya kunder till verksamheten i
Malméregionen och 6kar AFs konsulter
i regionen till cirka 250. I Goteborg har
man tagit 6ver 13 konsulter fokuserade
pé industriautomation och projektled-
ning fran foretaget Elektroautomatik,
vilket bidrar till 6kad kompetens och nya
kunder. AFs verksamhet i Goteborgsre-
gionen omfattar nu cirka 350 konsulter.

AF har en stark finansiell stillning och
planerar for fortsatt tillvixt. Lingsiktigt
ar mélsidttningen att vixa med 15 % per
ar. Bolagsforviarv kommer framst att dga
rum inom omrddena energi, energieffek-
tivisering och samhillsbyggnad.

Semcon har genomfort personalned-
dragningar for att anpassa sig till den
minskade efterfragan fran fordons- och
verkstadsindustrin i Sverige. Omkring
600 konsulter har fatt [imna sina upp-
drag sedan finanskrisens intig hosten
2008. Neddragningar har dven skett i
Riisselsheim och Miinchen i Tyskland for
att anpassa kostymen efter den radande
marknadssituationen. Men det finns dven
goda nyheter fran den tyska marknaden.
Semcon har av en tysk fordonstillver-
kare valts ut som utvecklingspartner i
forstudien for en ny konceptbil, en order
som uppgar till 50 mkr under 2009.
Semcon Project Management forvirvar

Orderstocksindex jamfoért med férvantningar pa orderlaget om 6 manader
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ett mindre tyskt bolag, Triple-Constraint,
och forstirker sin position inom projekt-
ledningsomradet i Europa.

Tyréns expanderar i Goteborg genom
forvarvet av Projektteamet Vistsvenska
AB, med omkring 30 anstillda och en
omsittning pa nastan 29 mkr 2008.
Genom kopet stiarker Tyréns sin posi-
tion som en av de storre aktorerna inom
byggnadskonstruktion i vistregionen. I
september expanderade man i Visterbot-
ten genom forvarvet av QTENT Konsult
AB. QTENT verkar inom mark- och

Domestic and international growth in 2008 and first half of 2009

- in spite of the crisis

In spite of the current financial crisis,
which has had a significant impact on the
global consulting engineering industry,
the Danish consultancy firms have fared
sensibly through the crisis. In spite of the
accelerating crisis, the consulting engi-
neering industry experienced a growth in
gross revenue of 14 % in 2008 corre-
sponding to industry revenue of DKK
10.7 billion. It is estimated, that total
industry gross revenue will grow to DKK
11.1 billion in 2009. In 2008 the com-
panies saw a growth in export revenue

of 10 %. Throughout 2008 and 2009
growth in the domestic market has been
particularly strong within the infrastruc-
ture, energy and environmental sectors,
while the building sector continues its
downturn. Industry exports have grown
by a rate of 12 % annually since 2003. In

2008 the export revenue for the members
of FRI was DKK 2.2 billion, or equal

to 20 % of total revenue. In addition to
export revenue, Danish consultancies
generated substantial revenues in foreign
subsidiaries. In 2009 it is expected that
revenue generated through exports and
by subsidiaries abroad, will equal the
value of revenue generated in Denmark
by Danish firms.

The high levels of growth have been
achieved without severe reductions of the
industry’s profit margin. However the
firms have experienced a reduced profit
margin compared to 2007.

Sector market performance

The performance of the Danish consul-
tancy industry shows that its traditional
sectors Building and Construction com-
bined account for 56% of revenue. Other

distinctive sectors are Environment and
Energy, accounting for 14% and 15% of
industry revenue respectively.

Outlook

The forecasts for 2009 regarding earnings
and revenue in the Danish consultancy
industry indicate that revenue will grow
by 3 % on the previous year and that the
average profit margin will remain at the
current level of between 5 and 6 percent
(EBIT).

The majority of consulting companies
in Denmark expect stagnating growth
in the course of the next 6-12 months.
In the building sector, the biggest chal-
lenge to continued growth remains the
lack of new orders on the 6-12 months
horizon, while the infrastructure sector
faces a very different task: shortage of
staff. Hence the optimistic view of the
infrastructure sector towards the future
order stock has resulted in a number of
engineers being reallocated from building
to infrastructure.

Continued growth in Danish GDP
The government expects GDP to decline
by 3.2 % in 2009 and grow by 0.9 % in
2010. The Danish government forecasts
a decline for 2009 of 10.6% in invest-
ments in residential construction and of
9.2% in corporate investments. In 2010,
residential construction is set to decline
by 3.6% and corporate investments are
set to decline by 1.5%.

Increased government focus on the
environment

The liberal-conservative government of
Mr. Lars Lokke Rasmussen is currently
following a program where three areas
are of particular interest for the consult-
ing engineering industry: an increased
focus on environmental issues in prepara-
tion for the upcoming 2009 UN Climate
summit in Copenhagen (COP-15), and
substantial investments in infrastructure,
particularly with focus on the national
railways. Furthermore the government
has launched a massive boost in public
investment, aimed broadly to invest in
schools, kindergartens, hospitals, roads
and public transport in 2010. These
investments are part of a government
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growth initiative aimed at taking Den-
mark out of the financial crisis.

Important infrastructure projects

The contours of a number of important
infrastructure projects in the Danish
market have emerged on the horizon. In
January 2009 the Danish government
launched a major investment initiative
for infrastructure. The initiative focuses
on improvement of the public transporta-
tion sector, in particular railways, and
the handling of traffic congestions in

and around the major cities in Denmark.
With the initiative the government has al-
located DKK 87 billion. This investment
should be seen in addition to a number of
other significant initiatives: the agreement
between the Danish and the German
government, to build a bridge across the
Fehmarn Belt, a link close to 20 km long
between Redby, Denmark, and Puttgar-
ten, Germany and the City Circle Metro
Project in Copenhagen.

In the building sector it is expected
that jobs in new construction and reno-
vation will increase in 2010. The increase
is expected, partly due to the reduced
municipal facility ceiling.

Internationalisation and Company
News 2009

Danish consultancy firms have in the last
decades increased their presence interna-
tionally through the ownership of foreign
subsidiaries and a permanent presence in
the markets close to Denmark. The pres-
ence is particularly focused on the Nordic
region and Europe and on global growth
markets such as the Middle East and
Asia. In 2006 the Middle East became
the 2nd most valuable market for Danish
consulting engineers, after the European
Economic Area (EEA), this position has
been unchanged since then. In 2009 the
revenue generated outside of Denmark by
Danish Consulting Engineering com-
panies and their subsidiaries abroad is
expected to equal the revenue generated
in Denmark.

Rambgll wins largest consultancy
contract

During 2008, Rambell continued the
fast growth of recent years. 2008 was yet
another year where the Rambell Group

increased revenue, profit and the number
of employees significantly.

In September 2009 Rambegll UK
acquired RYB Konsult, a company which
specialises in energy and environmental
design, thereby expanding their build-
ing services capabilities in the UK. In
November 2009 Rambgll Norway
acquired Schenherr Norway AS, which
strengthens Rambell Norways position
in landscape architecture. On the project
side Ramball has signed the biggest con-
sultancy contract to date in Denmark by
winning the project of renewing the Dan-
ish railway signalling system. The inter-
national consortium consists of Ramball,
Atkins, Emch+Berger and Parsons. An-
other significant project is that Rambell
is part of the consortium to design the
world’s longest combined road and rail
tunnel, to link the Danish and German
sides of the Fehmarnbelt. Together with
COBE architects and SLETH, Rambaell
is one of the consultants for the largest
urban development project in Scandina-
via, Nordhavnen in Copenhagen. The
vision is that Nordhavnen is to set new
standards for sustainable development.
Finally, Rambell is involved in the design
of a new conference centre in Reykjavik,
which is a part of a new harbour master
plan for the capital of Iceland

COWI reports highest turnover ever
COWI A/S emerged from 2008 with an
operating profit in line with the budgeted
figures. The result was based on the high-
est turnover ever recorded and a strong
organic growth.

In December 2008, COWI announced
its acquisition of the world renowned
specialists in bridge-design and build-
ing structures, the London based Flint
& Neill in London with 40 employees.
In February 2009 COWI was an-
nounced head of project management
and planning of the new terminal 2 at
Oslo airport Gardermoen, which is to be
designed in compliance with new energy
and environment strategies. Besides
COWI, the interdisciplinary consortium
behind the winning proposal includes the
architect company Narud-Stokke-Wiig
Norconsult, Aas-Jacobsen and Engineer
Per Rasmussen. In April 2009 COWI A/S
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continued its expansion of engineering
services in the Indian domestic market
with the opening of its Chennai office. In
June COWT acquired the leading Swedish
consultancy firm Flygfaltsbyran (FB),
thereby strengthening their position in
Northern Europe. In July COWI opened
a new office in Warsaw, Poland, special-
ising in infrastructural projects. Some

of the main projects for COWTI are the
preliminary design for the world’s longest
suspension bridge — The Messina Bridge
linking mainland Italy to Sicily — where
COWT is the main advisor to the Euro-
link consortium, which is responsible for
the turnkey construction. Finally, COWI
in collaboration with OBERMEYER has
signed a contract for the bridge-design
for Fehmarnbelt Fixed Link.

NIRAS wins prestigious prize for
steelwork

At the end of 2008 NIRAS employed
1,270 employees of whom 25% work
abroad. In 2009 NIRAS received the
European federation ECCS’, or the
European Convention for Constructional
Steelwork, prestigious award for its
contribution to DR’s new concert hall.
The award is shared with the Danish
Broadcast Corporation (DR), the client,
and Ateliers Jean Nouvel, the architect.
In November 2009, NIRAS announced
that the work on multimedia facilities
continues in Russia with the development
of new “media city” for the Russian TV
company NTV. Furthermore, NIRAS is
advising DONG Inbicon on a second-
generation bioethanol factory in Kalun-
dborg.

In January 2009 NIRAS won the
tender offered by the Turkish Ministry of
Finance to plan and design a new port in
Turkey’s Black Sea coast by Filyos. The
task will include a container terminal and
an oil terminal. The task will run over the
next eighteen months and is a fee of DKK
29 million.

ALECTIA defies the crisis with two
acquisitions this year

ALECTIA started 2009 with the acquisi-
tion of Maersk Construction, the build-

ing consulting service from Linde Byg
A/S in February. In May 2009, ALECTIA
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took over Tano FoodCon Group with

23 employees. The acquisition is part of
ALECTIA’s growth strategy and strength-
ens, the company’s position as the leading
consultant to the Danish and interna-
tional food industry.

The two engineering consultancies
Atkins Denmark and Grontmij | Carl Bro
have jointly signed the contract to design
a rail project for Rail Net Denmark; capi-
tal budget totalling DKK 800 million.
The design is going to be a major logisti-
cal assignment including about 70,000
hours of work to be distributed almost
equally between the two companies,
and a number of subconsultants. Atkins
also carries out the design of interlock-
ing engineering within the same project,
including about 20,000 hours of work.

Grontmij | Carl Bro restores water
supply on Cyprus

In June 2009 Grontmij | Carl Bro recently
won the contract for a new sewerage
system and an extension of the existing
water treatment plant in the seaport of
Larnaca in Cyprus. The six-year contract
includes planning and supervision of the
establishment of 300 kilometres of sewer
pipes, 13 pump stations, and improve-
ments to treatment of wastewater. In
addition to providing pure bathing water
for Larnaca’s holiday makers, the project
will help to ensure that Cyprus complies
with the EU environmental requirements,
explained.

Moe & Bradsgaard continues to
expand in Norway

The subsidiary of Moe & Bradsgaard in
Norway Moe Norge expanded in 2009
by acquiring the Norwegian consulting
engineering company PolyPlan, thereby
adding leading expertise in installations
for bathing and swimming facilities to the
company. In addition to Moe & Brods-
gaard, Esbensen Radgivende Ingeniorer
expanded their activities in Norway by
signing the contract for planning a new
exhibition building, Forum, in Stavanger,
which also comprises sports hall and a
hotel.

Orbicon and Leif Hansen Engineering
merge

In May, the breaking news was the
merger of the Environmental consultants
Orbicon and the building and construc-
tion consultants Leif Hansen Engineer-
ing. The merged company OrbiconlLeif
Hansen is positioned amongst the biggest
consultancy firms in Denmark with 600
employees and a turnover of half a billion
Danish kroner.

An increase in foreign owned
companies in Denmark

In the last couple of years, more foreign
consultants have established a presence in
the Danish market. The two most recent
are Norconsult of Norway and UK based
Buro Happold.

Architects retain their international
stronghold

In 2008 and 2009 Danish architects
continued to win spectacular projects
abroad. C. F. Moller Architects, in collab-
oration with Kristin Jarmund Arkitekter,
has won a major competition to design a
spectacular new landmark project in the
city of Oslo. BIG Architects are design-
ing the Danish pavilion for the Shanghai
world expo 2010 and the masterplan
for the Zira Island project in Azerbaijan;
and Schmidt Hammer Lassen has won

a major education project in Aachen,
Germany.

In 2008 the Danish architects experi-
enced a small increase in foreign projects.
From 2007 to 2008 the foreign turnover
increased by almost 2 per cent to 63
EUR million. As in 2007 14 per cent of
the total turnover derives from projects
abroad. Europe is undisputed the largest
market for exports of Danish architecture
and accounts for approx.

91 percent of the foreign market.

RIF Radgivende Ingenigrers

RIF is the branch organization forauthorised
consulting companies in Norway. RIF
member companies encompass both
consulting engineers and other professions,
and members’ activities are chiefly associ-
ated with the building and construction
market.

In 2009, RIF has 260 member companies
employing in the region of 7 500 persons
and represents approximately 70 % of the
independent consultant engineer branch in
Norway.

RIF works to ensure that member companies
have the best possible framework conditions.
RIF shall promote the interests of consultants
and consulting companies in the public
arena, with policymakers, public authorities
and public and private employers.

RIF’s activities are based on the following
principles:
To improve the framework conditions for
competition, contracting and purchasing
for the branch.

To establish a presence through active
participation in the media and in social
debate.

Recession?
In common with other countries, Norway
has experienced a downturn with a de-
cline in the real economy during the last
year. The financial crisis in the autumn of
2008 has affected the real economy and
this has led to reduced activity in certain
sections of the economy. This applies
especially to export-oriented industries
and the construction industry.

With an inflation rate of 2.0%, low
unemployment (3.2%) and a reduction
in GDP for mainland Norway of -1.0%,
Norway, for the time being, has managed
to emerge relatively unscathed from the
global recession. Major activity in the oil
and gas sector, with stable and high prices
over several years has led to a large ex-
port surplus, which in 2009 is expected to
surpass NOK 300 billion. This indicates a
continued satisfactory level of activity in
the Norwegian economy and for Norwe-
gian consulting engineers into 2010.

In order to counteract excessively high
cost levels and to moderate domestic
consumption, Norway established the

Government Pension Fund (The Global
State Pension Fund) in the 1990s for fu-
ture generations. The market value of this
fund is expected in 2009 to reach NOK
2 600 billion.

Economic development is expected
to improve in 2010, with growth in the
Norwegian economy and in the business
sector as a whole. In the building and
construction sector, a fall in activity is
anticipated; however, positive develop-
ments in the construction market related
to public infrastructure projects and the
energy sector are forecast. For consulting
engineers, the situation has changed from
an extremely high level activity to a good
level of activity. In 2008, RIF increased by
10% in the number of employees to
7 500 distributed among 260 companies.
The market has been relatively stable in
2009.

National priorities
Economic freedom to manoeuvre means
that the social-democratic government

that was re-elected in 2009 for a new
4-year period, is in a position to able

to support common solutions and to
continue policies that are founded on fair-
ness and a sense of community. National
priorities in the period 2010-2014 are

to secure continued low levels of unem-
ployment in Norway and to support the
healthcare sector, schools and kinder-
gartens. Differences in living standards
will be evened out. Efforts in respect to
communications, environmental issues,
research and development will intensify.
These plans have been concretised in the
budgets for 2010 and will mean a further
growth in publicly-financed operations
and investments.

The crisis that disappeared?
In Norway, overall total building and con-
struction investments increased consider-
ably between 2005 and 2008, and reached
an historical peak with total investments of
NOK 266 billion in 2008 and an expected
NOK 253 billion in 2009. In 2010 and
2011, investments are expected to fall to
approximately NOK 242 billion. In the
same period, the number of employees in
the industry has increased from 192 000 to
228 000. This increase is due to the import
of workers from the EU region — these are
now leaving the country due to the general
downturn in the levels of activity in the
market. For 2010 and 2011, the number
of employees is expected to fall to 200 000.
In 2009, the downturn in investments
in the construction market is expected
to be a little over 15%. House construc-
tion has fallen by 22% in 2009 and is
expected to fall by a further 10% in
2010. In the office and business construc-
tion market (-27% in 2009), a further
fall of 36% is expected in 2010. A similar
downturn is expected in industrial and
energy-related construction. Public build-
ing enterprises associated with education,
health and administration are expected to
increase by 5% in 2009 and 5% in 2010.
Many construction projects in the private
sector have been halted. Re-activation
has been postponed, awaiting economic
developments and an anticipated fall in
the contract market. In order to reduce
the impact of the downturn the state
has introduced initiatives aimed at the
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construction industry and increased the
number of its own construction enter-
prises.

Investments in construction projects
have increased by 15% in 2009 and are
expected to increase further in 2010.
Investments in large oil and gas projects
are reaching their final phases; however,
public investment in roads, railways and
other infrastructure is increasing notice-
ably in 2009 and 2010. The same applies
to construction in other energy sectors
associated with hydroelectric power and
other renewable energy sources. The
new national transport plan, presented
in 2009, is progressive and budget ap-
probations along with income from toll
collection fees appears to be leading to
an increased level of activity, also beyond
2011.

Consulting engineer have been affected
by the economic downturn to a lesser de-
gree than was anticipated. A considerable
sector of the branch has not registered a
downturn at all; however, in certain mar-
ket segments and regions there has been
somewhat less activity. Overall, in 2009,
the market has been good; however, the
challenges are expected to come in 2010.

Some major projects

New airport terminal Oslo Gardermoen:
Terminal buildings, taxiways and aircraft
aprons with associated technical infra-
structure. On the land side; new access
roads, traffic plazas, parking garage and
technical infrastructure.

Bjorvika in Oslo: Development of a
new district in Oslo. Major investments in
a new National Opera, further develop-
ment of a rail and public transport hub
(Oslo S), new motorways and tunnels,
development of the public sphere, plan-
ning and construction of major housing
and industrial projects and the museum
complex for the Edvard Munch and
Stenersen collections.

Hospitals: New construction and
rehabilitation of hospitals in all health
regions in Norway. The largest of these
projects are the new AHUS in Oslo, St.
Olav’s Hospital in Trondheim, Haukeland
Hospital in Bergen, Nordland Hospital in
Bode and the new Ustfold Hospital.

Roads and railways: Several motorway
projects in and around larger towns and
cities. Further expansion of the motorway
network in Gstlandet and bridge/tunnel

projects in order to link regions more
effectively and to reduce avalanche
hazards. Upgrades and construction of
railways, in order to improve punctuality
and to increase capacity. New city rail
link in Bergen. Comprehensive project

to construct a tramway from Bergen city
centre to Radal.

Energy: Traditionally, Norwegian ener-
gy and power production has been based
on hydroelectric power. Several chal-
lenging and exciting projects are under
planning and investment is taking place in
several new hydroelectric projects. Older
hydroelectric plants are being rebuilt and
improved in order to increase capacity.
New mini-power stations are also being
built. There are also many interesting al-
ternative energy projects under planning;
wind power (offshore), land-based wind
power, biogas and power and solar ther-
mal generators. The initiation of major
efforts will depend on the implementation
of the EU Renewable Energy Directive
and further development of the general
framework for green certification.

Oil and gas in the north: In 2009,
investments in development of oil and gas
fields and land-based installations in
Norway represented NOK 115 billion.
However, investment is expected to fall
from 2010 and onwards. Norwegian
companies participate in the development
of large oil and gas fields and associated
infrastructure on the Russian side, in
connection with the Stockman field in the
Barents Sea and the development of an in-
dustrial site for oil and gas in Murmansk.

International projects: There is a great
deal of competition and major economic
and ethical risk associated with foreign
aid projects. This issue, along with the
increasingly global scope of aid and
Norwegian foreign aid authorities’ frame-
work agreements with other public enter-
prises, research institutions and ministries
that are exempt from competition, has
meant that Norwegian consulting engineer
companies have altered their strategy for
their international enterprises.

These changes have led to a move away
from pure aid projects, towards involve-
ment in investments in more developed
countries and in purely commercial
projects involving lower risk. The export
share in 2004 was close to 10%; however
it is expected to be around 5-8% in 2009.
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Restructuring in the domestic market
continues — where is it leading?

In Europe, major restructuring within the
consulting industry is currently taking
place, moving towards steadily larger
international enterprises. We experience
the same development taking place in the
Nordic countries.

In Norway, over 40% of the industry
is now wholly or partly owned by other
Nordic enterprises and over 70% of
employees in the industry work in the
6 largest companies.

Restructuring of the Norwegian market
is characterised by the fact that large com-
panies purchase smaller local enterprises
to serve a local market and to create an
inter-disciplinary resource base “in-
house”, in order to meet the manpower
requirements of major national projects.

In the first 6 months of 2009, Norcon-
sult AS — which is the largest consultancy
company in Norway, with an expected
turnover of NOK 2.0 billion - purchased
Sletten Finnmark AS and Mark och
Vatten Ingenjorerna AB in Vixjo, Sweden.
After this acquisition, Norconsult now
has an enterprise in Sweden with over 500
employees. In the autumn of 2009, the
company also acquired Modalsli Prosjek-
tering in Stavanger.

In the first 6 months of 2009, Rambaoll
Norge AS acquired the architect company
A7 Arkitekter in Rendal, Grenn Strek
AS in Kristiansand, Sivilingenier Morten
Fernlof AS in Ostfold and Pascal Radgivn-
ing AS in Rogaland. In the autumn of
2009, the company acquired Eurofins AS
in Drammen and the landscape architect
firm Schenherr Norge AS with enterprises
in Agder and Rogaland

SWECO Norge AS acquired the
Ostland-based company EI Design in
January.

In June, Hjellnes Consult AS purchased
the company Brekke & Strand AS from
Swedish AF.

PTL - Prosjekt- og Teknologiledelse
AS - has taken over enterprises in TTRD
Innovation Lab AS and K5 Prosjekt AS.
In addition, the company has established
a joint holding company in cooperation
with Swepro Management AB (Swepro).

The Danish company Moe & Brods-
gaard, via their Norwegian subsidiary
Moe Norge AS, has acquired the company
PolyPlan AS.

FRV represents
about 85% of the available resources in the
sector.

The Icelandic market slowed down dramatically in 2009

The Icelandic economy crashed in Octo-
ber 2008. All the major banks in Iceland
collapsed. The State enacted emergency
legislation authorizing the takeover of
these institutions, the sale of their assets
and payment of their debts. Three new
banks were founded on the ruins of the
former banks.

The exchange rate of the Icelandic
krona collapsed vis-a-vis other curren-
cies, in December 2008 it was more than
50% lower in respect to other currencies
than it was at the beginning of the year.
The value of the currency has stayed
low throughout 2009, thus helping
with exports but making all imports
very expensive. Iceland relies heavily on
import of goods and therefore inflation
has stayed high. The Icelandic State has
been under enormous financial load
because of the collapse of the banking
system. The State has received loans from
the IMF and a number of countries to be

able to engage in currency trading. Taxes
have been raised and expenditure cuts
are being made wherever possible. On
the positive it seems that the value of the
assets of the collapsed banks will, in the
end, cover a substantial portion of the
financial obligations currently resting on
the State because of the banks.

There has been a substantial decrease
in the operations of consulting and ar-
chitectural firms in Iceland in 2009. The
consulting companies have had to lay off
many employees in the last 12 months.
Many companies are down 30-50% in
size. The Icelandic State and municipali-
ties have greatly reduced all projects. The
privet sector has also come to a halt
where new projects are concerned. The
forecast is that 2010 will be much the
same. The exception is that there are
energy-intensive industry projects and
energy production projects because of
them that have been on the drawing

FSSA is the trade and employers’
organisation for Architectural firms in
Iceland.

FSSA is a negotiating body that engages in
negotiations with the architect’s labour union.
The wage agreement in effect for architecture
firms was to expire at the end of February
2009. It has been prolonged without changes
for the time being due to the state of the
economy. FSSA’s member firms number 30.
The firms have decreased drastically in size
because of the economic crises in Iceland.
FSSA represents about 80% of the available
resources in the sector.

FSSA aim is to support its member firms

by contributing to the improvement of its
members’ general business, increase the
visibility of the member firms and improve the
profile of the industry and its recognition in
general.

FSSA works in close relation with FRV. The
Associations share office space and FRV
services the Association on a daily basis.

board and will be in the design phase
in 2010 if all goes according to plan.
Also there are plans for the design of a
new hospital in Reykjavik that could be
underway in the early part of 2010. The
bigger engineering firms have been able
to hold on to more of their staff in part
because of projects they are working on
in other countries and partly because of
projects in industry that where underway
when the crises started in Iceland. The
Icelandic engineering firms have mostly
been able to get contracts abroad in the
field of Geothermal Energy and Hydroe-
lectric Power. Within the companies there
is expertise and experience in the fields
of so-called Green Energy. If predictions
run true many Icelandic engineering firms
have the potential for growth in that sec-
tor in the near future.

The architectural firms have been
badly hit by the financial crises in
Iceland. There has been a near total stop
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in residential and office building projects.
It is estimated that the overcapacity in
the building sector will last the Icelandic
population well into 2011, even longer.
It is foreseen that even if the economy
picks up over the next year or two, the
architectural firms will still be facing
problems. The state has implemented
some counter-active measures like the
refund of value added tax for housing
renovations and repairs. Reykjavik com-
munity has also plans for projects that
could benefit these companies.

Operating performance of FRV’s
member companies in 2008.
According to a survey carried out by
FRYV, the total turnover for 2008 was
MISK 15.583, an increase of nearly 10%
from the year before. The average profit
among member firms was 10.7% of
turnover for 2008, as opposed to 12.4%

SKOL members recorded their best results so far in 2008

SKOL members” results for turn over
2008 show 15 percent increase to year
2007. Amount of people employed by
SKOL member companies totalled

14 000 in spring 2008, which was eight
percent higher than former year. Econo-
mic results especially in building sector
were best after millennium.

Total turn over by SKOL members 2008

was 1 400 million euro, about 15 percent
growth from former year. Domestic turn

over was 1000 million euro, growth rate

19 percent and foreign turn over was ap-
proximately 400 million with 10 percent

growth rate.

Domestic turn over of 1000 million euro
came mainly both from building sector
companies invoicing 370 million and
industrial sector engineers invoicing 360
million euro. The civil engineering sector
had 240 million domestic invoicing. The
rest of income 30 million came from
education, management consulting and
others.

Russia number one for export 2008,
but declining
Foreign turn over of 400 million euro
came mainly from industrial sector
companies, they invoiced 270 million,
two thirds of the total. Building engineers
had for foreign works worth 50 million
euro and civil engineering 40 million. The
rest of foreign income 40 million came
from development projects in education,
health, social sector and others.
European countries including Russia
made about 66 percent of foreign turn
over and Asian countries 17 percent. Fin-
nida development financed projects made
only 18 million instead of 27 million pre-
vious year. Five most important export
countries were, Russia, USA, Sweden and
Poland.

Long growth turn to 15 percent
decline 2009

During last year incoming orders de-
creased rapidly and growth turned to
slow down and overcapacity. According
to SKOL forecast, the amount of people
employed as well as total turn over shall
decrease in 2009 by 15 percent.

Consulting engineers” order stocks
begun to turn down from a record level
in summer 2008. In October 2009 the
amount of orders represented in average
for all sectors only four months work.
Orders in infrastructure have still been
in almost normal six months. Building
sector seems to recover slowly, domestic
works seem to start a slow increase from
the bottom. Export industries are badly
in recession, order stocks only three
months and forecast for markets still
declining.

Even though infrastructural engine-
ering had the highest order stock, one
third of the companies expect markets
to decline next year. In building con-
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struction sector many projects have been
discontinued and some started again, but
the future is still uncertain, only reno-
vation works and investments in energy
efficiency are increasing.

Turn over is forecast to decrease about
15 percent this year to 1200 million
euro and remain in average the same in
2010. Building sector might have a minor
growth and industrial sector still a minor
decline.

In Finland a 7 % decline in GDP for
2009

Although the recovery in the global
economy has begun at the end of 2009,
Finnish exports and industrial output
remain stagnant. There is little doubt that
a turnaround will occur, but the details
concerning how and when are unclear.

Employment has weakened as rapidly
as in the early 1990s. In autumn 2009
the seasonally adjusted unemployment
rate was just under 9 percent and still
growing. Since economic recoveries do
not have an immediate effect on employ-
ment, it will continue to weaken during
the initial phases of growth.

This year Finland is suffering alongsi-
de other countries from global problems.
The forest industry has excess capa-
city around the world, and the lack of
investment needs is weakening the export
outlook for the technology industries.
Most of the forecasts expect a decline in
GDP of 7 % for 2009 and zero growth
for next year. Although the market
situation is in fact expected to stabilise
gradually, there are no expectations of a
rapid recovery and return to growth.

Outlooks vary somewhat between sec-
tors. In the forest and chemical industry
and in information and communication
services the weak market situation is ex-
pected to improve somewhat. The tech-
nology industry is predicting a weak eco-
nomy far into next year. In construction,
the worst part of the recession seems to
be over, although due to seasonal factors
the coming winter will remain bleak.

Fixed investments on the decline
Fixed investments by Finnish industry
within Finland contracted around five
percent last year. Investments are expec-
ted to decline steadily also this year. In
2009 fixed investments are expected to
diminish further by around four percent
to 4.4 billion euros. The primary reason
for investing this year is to replace old
production capacity.

The energy sector continues to invest
heavily. If energy sector investments are
included in the figures for industry, the
value of investments will actually increase
by around 2 percent due to the nuclear
power plant under construction.

The internationalisation of Finnish
industry has continued. Investments
made abroad in 2008 were close to the
previous year’s level at over 2.3 billion
euros. Approximately two-thirds of these
investments are made in the EU and
North America, although the developing
markets account for an increasing share.
The number of personnel employed
abroad has increased significantly.

Construction volume turned down in
summer 2008

The cyclical peak in building construc-
tion volume was passed in summer 2008.
For the number of new building starts,
the peak came six months earlier. The
volume of building construction in 2008
remained unchanged from the previous
year.

Market-financed housing construction
starts by major contractors came to a
complete halt by the autumn as the slow-
down in the property market swelled the
stocks of unsold new houses. The num-
ber of residential start-ups 2008 dropped
to just over 24 000 from 30 000 previous
year. An estimated 18 000 new housing
starts will be made in 2009. The number
of new business and office building starts
plummeted by 30% from the previous
year as foreign investors in particular
withdrew their interests, and generally it
became harder to finance new projects.

Furthermore, the vacancy rate of
commercial and business premises began
to rise. Industrial construction began to
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fall as well. New public service building
starts was the only category recording a
minor increase. Civil engineering activity
increased a couple per cents 2008.

Quarter drop down in new housing
2009

During 2009 the volume of new hou-
sing construction will drop by more
than one quarter, but renovation work
will increase to some extent due to the
increase in the domestic help credit from
the beginning of the year and due to the
stimulus measures announced by the
Government.

New industrial construction starts
have plummeted especially in export
companies, and activity is largely confi-
ned to major ongoing long-term projects.
For instance, construction of the new nu-
clear power station in Olkiluoto is more
than two years behind schedule and work
will continue through to summer 2012.

Civil engineering in activity in 2009
will fall back to some extent due to the
completion of a few major projects.

On the other hand the stimulus funds
earmarked for infrastructure repair and
maintenance will have positive employ-
ment effects among contractors and
building workers that will still be felt
during 2009.

In 2010 the volume of construction
will continue to decrease significantly
in business premises. By contrast the
number of new residential starts is no
longer expected to fall. Renovation will
account for a growing proportion of hou-
sing construction. It is expected that the
volume of civil engineering may increase
somewhat in 2010 with the start-up of
a few new major projects and with the
continuation of repair and maintenance
work with stimulus funding. Overall,
building construction will continue to
decline to some extent.

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ATL in brief

The Association of Finnish Architects’
Offices (ATL) is an independent organisation
monitoring and promoting the interest of
the architectural industry. Its mission is to
develop architectural services and thus
improve the quality of construction and the
environment. The professional membership
requirements of the association are strict.
An ATL member office is professional. To be
accepted as a member, the management

of the office must have the highest
professional architectural training and solid
experience of working in the industry. The
management is required to work full-time in
planning, design or related consultation.

An ATL member office is experienced. Prior
to applying for membership, the office is
expected to have provided independent
designing and consultation services for

a minimum of three years. To further
guarantee professional competence, the
chief designers of the company must have
a minimum of seven years’ experience in
the field.

An ATL member office is committed. The
office leaders are required to own a majority
of the company and act as the responsible
management.

Construction has become an increasingly
complicated industry, having to meet
increasingly demanding challenges.
Because of the long supply chains, it
takes intense effort to secure the quality
of the end result. This is why competent
leadership is vital for construction and
building design.

Architectural design in Finland: the market situation for 2009

Competition for public projects is tighten-
ing and becoming more fierce, uncertainty
around information modelling continues
and the battle over copyrights continues.

The market is becoming more
international in terms of both exports
and imports

Up until now, the market for Finnish
architects has only interested international
companies to the extent that Finland
serves as a transit country to the east and
the Baltic countries. Size and versatility
appear to matter on the international
market, and genuinely international
design emporia have begun to emerge

in Finland, too. Company acquisitions

have produced a few interesting mergers
among architects’ offices and engineering
offices in which the larger players in the
Finnish field have joined forces. Foreign
buyers are still rare. The primary aim of
amalgamating is to strengthen the compa-
nies’ position in export markets, especial-
ly in Russia and in Eastern Europe.

According to the Development Strat-
egy for the Creative Economy published
by the Ministry of Employment and the
Economy in 2007, which looks forward
to 20135, the significance of creative in-
dustries to the national economy will con-
tinue to grow. It appears that price com-
petition and the distribution of resources
on the international market will leave
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Finns with only services, construction and
nursing one another into old age. The sur-
vival of architects’ offices will depend on
creativity. As is the case with companies
in other creative fields, the revenue logic
of most architects’ offices is chiefly based
on commercialising intangible assets. An-
other common feature is the small size of
companies and poor networking. It is no
exaggeration to suggest that copyrights,
patents, brands and general maintenance
of commercial procedures is an advantage
to both the private architects’ office and
to the nation at large.

Architectural competitions
Architectural competitions are a fixed
part of Finland’s architectural business.
For over a hundred years now, they have
guaranteed young and gifted architects
an opportunity to enter the market. A
few new offices are established every year
on the basis of competition wins. The
competitions are not only held by the
public sector; several private interests also
have buildings designed this way. In 2008,
around twice as may public competitions
were held as in the year before. The sub-
jects ranged from a modest new country-
side home through to the Finnish pavilion
at the Shanghai World Expo. Around
half of all ATL member offices originally
emerged from competitions.

The general situation for construction
According to Statistics Finland, new con-
struction in the period January—June 2009
was down by almost half on the same
period last year: 42%. Measured in cubic
metres, new construction of commercial
and office premises, as well as industrial
and storage buildings, was less than half
the previous year’s figure. The figures in
cubic metres for all other construction
types also decreased. During January—
June, construction began on 9,300 new
flats and houses, which is almost a third
less than the same period the year before.

As is typical in times like these, the
backlog of postponed projects has lengt-
hened. The projects have been granted
building permits but work has not yet
begun, a phenomenon especially visible in
major firms’ housing production. What
is already apparent is that once demand
picks up again, projects will resume
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according to tight schedules and we
will again run the risk of an overheated
market situation.

Industrial, commercial and office
construction almost stalled

Although industrial, commercial and
office construction has almost ground to
a halt, commissions for design work have
proven more solid than feared. Over the
course of the current year, around 30%
fewer projects have begun than did last
year. Design commissions for office build-
ings have been hit hardest in the general
slowdown in new construction. Demand
has tailed off almost completely, with no
new construction of office premises begin-
ning in early 2009.

Surprising strength in commissions for
residential projects

The proportion of commissions for
architects’ offices made up by residential
projects reached a record high of 25% in
2008, having previously hovered between
10% and 15%, and not climbed any
higher than 18%. Although residential
construction almost stalled during spring
2008, falling by 20% from the previous
year’s level of just over 30,000 to a mere
24,000 dwellings, the fall was moderated
by strong government stimulus measures.
These ensured that construction firms’
own output became subsidised by the
state, which in turn increased openings
for architects’ offices. With state support,
construction of new blocks of rental flats
began on a significantly greater scale this
year than in previous years.

Public projects are scheduled to com-
mence over the following six-month
period in volumes similar to the end of
last year, though the ease with which
the projects are suspended or postponed
makes accurate projection difficult.

Growing significance of renovation
construction
The proportion of renovation construc-
tion in total design commissions has
increased. According to the most recent
trade survey, its proportion in order
backlogs is at around 30%, though as a
proportion of new orders it has already
climbed to 50%. The amount has already
reached double the average for the pre-
ceding 15 years.

The significance of renovation con-
struction is growing in other ways, too.

This is clearly laid out in the government’s
renovation construction strategy for
2007-2017. The strategy notes that the
quality, functionality and level of service
provided by the building stock has an im-
mediate impact on individuals’ every-day
well-being and on national competitive-
ness, and that, over the long term, the
functionality of the building stock is a key
factor in achieving sustainable develop-
ment. Renovation construction is thus
viewed as imperative and immediately
effective. Now that the rate of new con-
struction is falling, an excellent opportu-
nity has opened up to architects to train
as designers for renovation construction.
A further factor securing the future of
architects is that, as the aforementioned
renovation construction strategy predicts,
the renovation needs of residential tower
blocks will grow by almost 30% over the
period 2016-2025. Moreover, the strategy
notes that renovation needs are property-
specific and always require individualised
and competent design.

Self-destructive pricing

Price competition among architects’
offices began during the late winter,
early spring of 2008, and the result is a
foregone conclusion — everyone loses. It
would seem that more than two con-
secutive depressions are needed before
everyone learns that slashing the price of
design work does not increase the number
of commissions. The damage done to de-
sign and pricing by the last recession was
yet to be fully repaired when the current
panic set in.

The cost of design has not fallen
Architects’ offices’ expenses have risen by
more than 10% over the last two years.
Considering that salaries and wages make
up around 72% of expenses, it is impos-
sible to justify the current discounts other
than by simply designing less. But this
suggestion is contradicted by the constant
growth in the amount of basic design
work, two examples of which are the
increasingly detailed CAD and model-
ling instructions from different clients,
and a host of new official requirements.
Different project management approaches
further add to the designer’s role.

Future challenges and R&D

The building and construction sector faces
a challenging future, since homes and
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workplaces are always tied up with plenty
of expectations and hopes. One attempt
to meet these hopes is the government-
funded TEKES programme, the aim of
which is to develop the sector’s opera-
tional models and improve the productiv-
ity of companies in the sector, especially
in renovation, welfare and infrastructure
construction. A total of EUR 80 million
has been allocated across six years for
research and development.

According to studies, the most significant
pressures for change in the built environ-
ment were felt to be, in this order, energy
saving, ageing of the population, changes
in values, needs, lifestyles and quality of
life, and adaptation to climate change.
Surprising that in the midst of this faith in
technology, something more than simply
technical issues with technical solutions
emerged. Values, needs and lifestyles are
changing. It should be possible to enjoy
one’s environment, and homes should
function. Purely technological solutions
are secondary to these. The challenge of
creating innovations in the built environ-
ment falls into the lap of architects,
which is why town planners and architect
designers should take it seriously. The
current international pause for breath of-
fers an opportunity to innovate solutions
in construction which have never before
been seen.

Labour market
For the first time ever, Finnish architects’
offices have signed a collective agreement.
In a 11 November 2009 meeting, the
board of the Association of Finnish Archi-
tects’ Offices (ATL) accepted the results of
negotiations over a collective agreement
between ATL and the Federation of Pro-
fessional and Managerial Staff (YTN).
The collective agreement standardises
architects’ offices’ employment practices
and eliminates uncertainty around inter-
pretation. The parties to the agreement,
ATL and YTN, are applying for general
validity. General validity means that all
architects’ offices are obliged to observe
the conditions of the collective agreement
in their employment agreements. This
way, general validity eliminates competi-
tion over unhealthy working conditions in
the industry.
